• Chigwell Riding Trust was the first ever riding centre for people with special needs 
and has been established in Chigwell for over sixty years. Riding instruction is given 
to people of all ages and abilities. 
 

• St Clare Hospice is a local charity that cares for hundreds of people across West 
Essex and the East Hertfordshire border, providing free, compassionate care and 
support to adults with life-limiting illnesses, their families and carers. 
 

• Haven House Children’s Hospice, who support families looking after children and 
young people aged from birth to 19 years old who have life-limiting or life-threatening 
conditions. 

 
 

The Town Mayor this year also awarded two Certificates of Merit to Loughton Fire Station, 
who had “inventively decorated its tower with a snowman, and any child spotting it could be 
highly delighted”, plus, Haslers Chartered Accountants, who had created “an impressive 
display, best seen at night including two twinkling Christmas trees either side of the entrance 
with an  attractively decorated tree and garland visible in the foyer”.
